HORSTER CQELEGE

A The revised planning application for the Horsted
College site was presented to the planning committee
on 1st June. We were once again able to present to
committee members the extensive concerns of local
residents about this scheme.

The committee took the decision to approve Phase 1.
This includes 105 houses on the eastern slope and
the elderly care apartment block, both of which
generally found favour with local residents.

No permission was given for the 183 flats proposed
for the site frontage which has beethe main focus of
the campaign. This means the developers will have to
return with a new application for the front of the site
which is expected in the early part of 2012

WATER PRESSURE

A Southern parts of the ward have suffered for many
years from low water pressure. Indeed, many of the
objections received to the College development
included this issue.

It is encouraging therefore to report that the local
authority is working closely with Southern Water as
they undertake a £14 million mains replacement
scheme which will include a large section of the ward.

Following our requests, Southern Water have confirmed
that they will make the appropriate reinstatement and
repair to the grass verges damaged by their heavy plant
on the Davis Estate in the spring
